    Four sound bars with a mixture of signal connection types may be demonstrated using 
touchless controls or push buttons. A presence sensor may be added to start a walk-up 
track to engage shoppers. Signal types may include HDMI-ARC, optical (3.5mm mini) or 
analog audio. Other accessories such as touchscreen, or lighting effects module may be 
added via RS-232 or RS-485.
